The Committee stage of the Assisted Suicide Bill has ended. The Bill is now weaker
and less safe than it was before. 300+ amendments that sought to strengthen
safeguards in the Bill and protect vulnerable groups were rejected by Bill
supporters, including protection for people with disabilities and domestic abuse
victims. Next reading of the Bill before Parliament is on Friday 25" April.
